II. RESOLUTIONS MADE

A.STUDENT MOBILITY

· Post in the AJCU-EAO web site all scholarship programs/grants available in the participating institution, specifically, Sogang University of Korea, Sophia University of Japan, Fujen University of Taiwan, Universitas Sanata Dharma of Indonesia and Ateneo de Manila University

· Have an informal agreement among the member schools   ( no formal MOA needed) to facilitate the exchange

· Eventually formulate bilateral agreements with member  schools to make the agreement more concrete

· Have cultural exchanges within the country (ADMU and provincial ateneos)

B.SERVICE LEARNING PROGRAMS (SLP) 
SOGANG UNIVERSITY, SOPHIA UNIVERSITY and FUJEN UNIVERSITY ( KOR/JAP/TAI) will organize their students for An SLP tour to the Philippines

· Sending universities( either institution or students)  will pay for fare and accommodation cost (board & lodging)

· Receiving school will take care of local accommodation

· Activities will be organized by receiving school. 

· Example of said activities are:

· Basic orientation on the country – language & culture

·  A session to provide theoretical framework on the program 
· Exposure to the area

· Reflection period to process the experience

· E.g. of said exposure : teaching children, servicing a clinic for landmine victims, psychological programs for typhoon victims, house-build, cultural shows  (exposure to the 8 cultural tribes of Mindanao and foreign students will likewise offer a presentation on the culture of their own country), 

· First SLP group will be hosted by Xavier University in August 2008

· This will be a 3 week program that will include 

· Basic Orientation on the country

· Theoretical framework on the program

· Exposure to NGOs on the grassroots level, interaction with the community and the local students
· Reflection period to integrate the experience

· Foreign students will include 4 students per area ( 2 boys & 2 girls)  
· Sogang University, Sophia University and Fujen University has firm commitment to send students to the program. Universitas Sanata Dharma will have to check the school calendar if the scheduled activity will coincide with their vacation

· The other Ateneos are committed to send at least 1 student to join the activity during the last week

· Ms. DULCE DAWANG, Director of the Office of International Cooperation and Networking of Xavier University will be the point person at Xavier University

· Dr. HYEONSIK (Michael) CHEONG, Director of International and Public affairs of Sogang University, Korea will facilitate this activity

· Homestay programs will be considered to lessen the cost

C.FACULTY EXCHANGE/ MOBILITY
· Have a “bulletin board” in the AJCU web site to inform other universities of an interest in faculty exchange as well as available scholarship/grants for faculty if these are available
· Send a proposal to all the university president to set aside a portion of the university budget for sending faculty for benchmarking trips/tours for interaction with their counterparts in other universities

D.CHRISTIAN IDENTITIES OF UNIVERSITIES

· Expose students to the Catholic rituals as part of  the SLP activities

· Send one (1) faculty to join the 4 students ( for foreign universities)

· Issue to be taken up in the next meeting of the campus ministries

E.STRENGHTENING CHRISTIAN-MUSLIM DIALOGUE
· Include exposure/activities on Christian – Muslim interaction in the SLP
